Call for Entry

As a part of our Celebration of Glass, during the month of October 2011, BRAZOS GLASSWORKS is proud
to announce the Brazos Art Glass Show. The objective of this juried show is to showcase the work of the
many glass artists in our area and to bring public awareness to the many facets of glass art. Judges for the show
are prominent members of the local art community. This year the glass show will be held in conjunction with
both October First Friday and the Texas Reds Festival. Past attendance for the festival averaged 20,000
people. A portion of all proceeds raised from this competition will be donated to the Save the Queen
fundraising drive.

ELIGIBILITY
This juried show is open to all glass artists, regardless of level of expertise. Entries will be divided into artist
expertise for judging. The following categories will be used:

e Professional (someone who creates pieces for sale),

e Amateur or hobbyist (someone who has more than one year of expertise who works in glass as a hobby

or for personal enjoyment),
e Student (someone who has 1 year or less of experience), and
e Junior (someone who is under the age of 18).

Additional eligibility requirements include:

> Art pieces in all glass mediums are eligible for the show including stained glass (copper foil and leaded),
fused/cast/kiln worked glass, blown/flamed glass, mosaics, beads, and jewelry.

> All entries must be made of glass and must be created by the entrant. Only work done by the entrant will
be accepted.

> All entries must be clean and ready for display.

» Acceptance of subject matter is at the discretion of the Brazos Glassworks.

ENTRIES

A complete application includes:
1. Please RSVP your intent to participate by September 1, 2011. You may call or e-mail the
following information as your RSVP: Name, number of pieces, category and size of piece. This will
insure your entry spot and early entry fee discount. Entries receive after this date cannot be guaranteed a
spot for the show.
2. Completed entry form (see entry form below)
3. A finished glass piece must include hangers, etc. suitable for display. We will not clean pieces prior to
judging and hanging the pieces.
4. Early entry fee is $25.00 for the 1% entry and $15.00 for additional entries.
5. For Schools entering student pieces please call for entry fees and requirements.
6. RSVP’s and applications received after September 1, 2011 will have an entry fee of $30.00 for the 1%
entry and $20.00 for additional entries.

OTHER
e Each artist may submit up to 3 pieces. Each piece must be accompanied by a separate entry form.
e Entries must be received NO LATER THAN 12:00 P.M., Wednesday, SEPTEMBER 28 for
inclusion in the show.



All competition pieces will be displayed for public viewing at selected downtown businesses for 2
weeks.

During First Friday and Texas Reds the public will be invited to vote on a People’s Choice Award.
Upcycling Green Award. This year award is for the best reuse or incorporation of recycled glass in a
piece. If your piece qualifies for this award please indicated this on the application.

Winning entries and prizes will be announced Monday, October 10, 2011.

The artist may place entry pieces for sale. There is a 30%I| commission on all sales. If you wish to
offer pieces for sale, please price them prior to bringing them in.

Entries may be retrieved by artist after 11:00 a.m., Wednesday, October 19, 2011. All pieces must
be picked up by October 26 2011.
